ORDER OF STREET LAYOUT

WHEREAS,theBoardof Selectmenhasreferredtheproposedlayoutsto thePlanningBoardof
theTownofActon in accordancewith Chapter41, Section81-I oftheGeneralLaws,and said Planning
Boardhasapprovedthe layingout ashereinafterdescribed;and

WFIEREAS, theBoard of Selectmenhasdeterminedand adjudgedthat common convenience
andnecessityrequirethatTownwaysbe laid out in thelocationhereinafterdescribed;and

WHEREAS,notice of the intentionof this Board to lay out said ways hasbeenduly given in
accordancewith the applicableprovisionsof the GeneralLaws,and otherprovisions of the law have
beencompliedwith; and

WHEREAS,theBoardof Selectmenmet atthetime andplaceappointedfor thehearing.

NOW THEREFORE,it is orderedandadjudgedthat Townwaysfor theuseoftheTownbe and
is herebylaid outasfollows:

In the JACKSON DRIVE EXTENSION SUBDIVISION

JACKSON DRIVE - from thepreviouslimit ofacceptanceattheeasterlyend ofJacksonDrive a
distanceof 1,466feet,moreor less,in a generallyeasterlydirectionto thewesterlysidelineof
WashingtonDrive, thisbeingtheentireroad.

In the GLENBROOKE RUN SUBDWISION

MONROE DRIVE - from thesoutherlysidelineofJacksonDrive adistanceof500 feet,moreor less,
in a generally southerlydirectionto theendofaT-shapedturnaround,includingtheturnaround,this
beingtheentireroad.

Theten-foot
wide slope,utility andconstructioneasementis parallelto andadjacentto thesidelineofMonroeDrive
andincludestheperpetualright to enterupontheeasementareafor thepurposeofgrading,regrading
anddepositingfill andmaintainingslopesnecessaryfortheconstruction,maintenanceand supportof
MonroeDrive. Saideasementalsoincludestheperpetualright to enteruponthe easementareasto
install, maintain,operate,repair,removeandreplacewires, cables,poles,pipes,manholes,catchbasins,
ditchesandappurtenantstructuresfor theprovision ofpublic andprivateutilities, includingwithout
limitation, sewer,water,gas,electric,telephone,fire protection,cabletelevision,stormdrainageandthe
like.

EasementNo. 10

Theperpetualright andeasementover,underanduponthoseportionsofLots 9 and 10 shownas
“Proposed20’ Wide Utility, Construction& SlopeEasement(Typ.)” on the2000Definitive Plan. The
twenty-footwideutility, constructionand slopeeasementis parallelto andadjacentto thesidelineof
MonroeDrive andincludestheperpetualright to enterupontheeasementareafor thepurposeof
grading,regradinganddepositingfill andmaintainingslopesnecessaryfor theconstruction,
maintenanceandsupportofMonroeDrive. Saideasementalsoincludestheperpetualright to enter
upontheeasementareato install, maintain,operate,repair,removeandreplacewires, cables,poles,
pipes,manholes,catchbasins,ditchesand appurtenantstructuresfortheprovisionofpublic andprivate
utilities, includingwithoutlimitation, sewer,water,gas,electric,telephone,fire protection,cable
television,stormdrainageandthe like.
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EasementNo. 11

Theperpetualright andeasementover,underanduponthat portionofLot 9 shownas“Proposed
Sight LineEasement”on the2000Definitive Plan. Thesight line easementincludestheperpetualright
to enterupontheeasementareato removevegetation,maintainlandscaping,andclearobstructionsin
orderto provideadequatesight distancesfor motoristsalongJacksonDrive andMonroeDrive.

All installation,maintenance,use,repair,replacementandremovalherebyauthorizedshallbe
donein suchamannerasnot to interfereunreasonablywith thesurfaceoraerialusesofsaideasement
areas.Wheneverany surfaceis disturbedby authority ofthis instrument,it shall be restoredwith
reasonablepromptnessandto substantiallyits conditionpriorto suchdisturbance.

Without limiting theforegoing,theeasementsdescribedhereinincludetheperpetualright to
enteruponsaideasementareasforthepurposeof effectuatingthis layout, andto fully exerciseany
rightsgrantedby said easements.

Thefollowing easementsarespecificallyexcludedfromthis layout: (a) “ProposedPrivate
Drainage,Utility, Access& MaintenanceEasement“A” onLot 3 onthe2000DefinitivePlan,(b)
“ProposedPrivateDrainage,Utility, Access& MaintenanceEasement“B” onLot 3 on the2000
DefinitivePlan, (c) “ProposedPrivateDrainage,Utility, Access& MaintenanceEasement”onLot 8 on
the2000Definitive Plan, (d) “ProposedPrivateDrainage,Utility, Access& MaintenanceEasement”on
Lots ii and 12 on the2000DefinitivePlan,(e) “Proposed25’ WideAccess& Utility Easement”onLot
1 on the2002DefinitivePlan,and(f) “Proposed25’ WideAccess& Utility Easement”on Lots 2 and3
on the2002Definitive Plan.

Includedin this layout are all trees,roadwayimprovementsand all structureslocatedthereon,
including but not limited to stmcturesfor the collection of storm drainageand sewerage,but not
includingwires, cables,poles,towers,pipes, conduitsand otherappurtenancesfor the conveyanceof
gas,electricity, cable television or telephonecommunicationlocatedin or upon JacksonDrive and
MonroeDrive oranyoftheeasementshereindescribed.

At theconclusionofthe layout andacceptanceofJacksonDrive, MonroeDrive andthe
easementsdescribedherein,theTownofActon’ s maintenanceresponsibilitieswill follow standard
proceduresfor Townstreetsandwaysandshall be limited to the improvementslocatedwithin the street
layout and associatedwith theirfunctionasastreet,andto any improvementsassociatedwith street
drainagelocatedwithin designatedutility easements.All privateutilities andserviceslocatedwithin or
outsidethestreetlayoutor saideasementsandanyprivatedrainagefacilities feedinginto drainage
structureslocatedwithin thestreetlayout or easementsshallnotbe theresponsibilityoftheTownof
Acton.
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No bettermentsareto beassessedandno damagesareto be awarded.
