1. THE CONTRACTOR IS REFERRED TO SECTION 01050 OF THE SPECIFICATIONS
REGARDING COORDINATION WITH OTHERS, INCLUDING RESPONSIBILITIES AND RELATED
COSTS,

2. THE LOCATIONS OF UNDERGROUND UTILITIES AND STRUCTURES, AS SHOWN ON THE
DRAWINGS, ARE APPROXIMATE AND MAY NOT BE COMPLETE. THE LOCATION OF EXISTING
UNDERGROUND UTILITIES ARE BASED ON PREVIOUS CONSTRUCTION DESIGN PLANS,
(REFER TO SPECIFICATION SECTION 00800) WHICH ARE AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION. NO
GUARANTEE IS MADE THAT UTILITIES OR STRUCTURES WILL BE ENCOUNTERED WHERE
SHOWN OR THAT ALL UNDERGROUND UTILITIES AND STRUCTURES ARE SHOWN. ALL
LOCATIONS AND SIZES OF EXISTING UTILITIES AND STRUCTURES SHALL BE VERIFIED IN
THE FIELD WITH TEST PITS AS REQUIRED PRIOR TO BEGINNING CONSTRUCTION OF NEW
FACILITIES OR PIPING THAT MAY BE AFFECTED. THE CONTRACTOR WILL REALIGN NEW

3. THE CONTRACTOR MAY ENCOUNTER ASBESTOS CEMENT PIPE DURING PROSECUTION OF
THE WORK. CONTRACTOR SHALL CONFORM TO ALL APPLICABLE PROVISIONS OF OSHA
AND ALL OTHER FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL REGULATIONS WHEN HANDLING AND/OR
DISPOSING OF ASBESTOS CEMENT PRODUCTS. NO ADDITIONAL PAYMENT WILL BE PROVIDED
FOR HANDLING AND/OR DISPOSAL OF ASBESTOS CEMENT PIPE.

4. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR MAINTAINING TRAFFIC FLOW AT ALL TIMES.
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE CONSTRUCTION ACTIMITIES WITH THE OWNER AND
NOT INTERFERE WITH TREATMENT FACILITY OR GRAVEL PIT OPERATIONS.

9. THE OWNER WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR OBTAINING THE PERMITS LISTED IN THE
SUPPLEMENTARY CONDITIONS. IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR TO BE
FAMILIAR WITH THE APPLICABLE PROVISIONS OF EACH PERMIT AS THEY APPLY TO THE
WORK PRIOR TO BIDDING AND ABIDE BY THOSE PROVISIONS DURING CONSTRUCTION.
COPIES OF ALL OBTAINED PERMITS ARE AVAILABLE FOR REVIEW FROM THE OWNER. ALL
OTHER PERMITS ARE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR.

6. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COMPLY WITH ALL APPLICABLE REGULATIONS OF THE
OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY AND HEALTH ADMINISTRATION (OSHA).

7. ALL EXISTING UTILITIES ENCOUNTERED DURING CONSTRUCTION ARE TO REMAIN IN
SERVICE. UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED ON THE PLANS.

8. CONTRACTOR TO NOTE THAT ALL EXISTING INFORMATION ON THE DRAWINGS IS SHOWN
WITH A LIGHTER LINE WEIGHT AND INDICATED WITH A SLANTED TYPE TEXT.

9. MONITORING WELLS NOT SCHEDULED FOR REMOVAL SHALL BE PROTECTED
FROM DAMAGE DURING CONSTRUCTION.

10. ALL PIPING, EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS TO BE DEMOLISHED AND/OR REMOVED FROM
SERVICE SHALL BE COORDINATED WITH THE OWNER AND ENGINEER BEFORE COMMENCING
THAT WORK. EXISTING PIPES AND CONDUIT DESIGNATED AS "ABANDONED" MAY BE
REMOVED IF THE CONTRACTOR SO CHOOSES. IF ABANDONED PIPE CONFLICTS WITH
PROPOSED YARD PIPING, THEN A PORTION OF THE ABANDONED PIPE SHALL BE REMOVED
AND THE NEW ENDS OF ABANDONED PIPE CAPPED, OR PLUGGED WITH CONCRETE.

11. SEVERING OF EXISTING UTILITIES FOR ABANDONMENT, OR REMOVAL OF A SEGMENT
FROM SERVICE, SHALL BE PERFORMED IN SUCH A MANNER AS TO ALLOW THE REMAINING
ACTIVE SEGMENT TO CONTINUE IN ITS INTENDED SERVICE. CAP ACTIVE SEGMENTS WITH

THE RIGHT TO RETAIN ANY SUCH PIPING, EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS DESIGNATED FOR
DEMOLITION FOR HIS USE. SUCH MATERIALS TO BE RETAINED SHALL BE PROPERLY
STORED IN AN ON—SITE LOCATION. COORDINATE LOCATION AND MATERIALS TO BE

SALVAGED WITH THE OWNER/ENGINEER.

13. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL KEEP A RECORD OF DEMOLITION AS PART OF THE PROJECT
RECORD DOCUMENTS IN ACCORDANCE WITH SPECIFICATION SECTION 01720.

14, CONTRACTOR SHALL USE EXTREME CARE IN EXCAVATING ADJACENT TO EXISTING
STRUCTURES TO PREVENT UNDERMINING OF FOUNDATIONS. SEE STRUCTURAL DRAWINGS
FOR FURTHER INFORMATION.,

15. CONTRACTOR SHALL CONTROL DUST ON THE CONSTRUCTION SITE TO A REASONABLE
LIMIT,  PAVEMENT MUST BE WETTED PRIOR TO SWEEPING.

OWNER.

PROJECT WILL BE CORRECTED BY THE CONTRACTOR AT NO ADDITIONAL EXPENSE TO THE
OWNER,

2. STRIPPING OF TOPSOIL (LOAM) SHALL BE IN ACCORDANCE WITH SPECIFICATION SECTION
02115.

3. ALL GRAVEL ROAD AND PARKING AREA SURFACES SHALL PITCH 1/4 INCH PER FOOT
MINIMUM UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.

4. ALL CATCH BASINS, MANHOLES, VALVE PITS, VALVE BOXES AND OTHER BURIED FACILITIES
WITH SURFACE ACCESS SHALL BE ADJUSTED TO MATCH FINAL GRADES, UNLESS OTHERWISE
INDICATED.

5. CONTRACTOR SHALL REMOVE AND DISPOSE OF ALL DEBRIS AND EXCESS EXCAVATED
MATERIAL FROM WITHIN THE CONSTRUCTION LIMIT OF WORK, TO A SUITABLE SITE PROVIDED
