
TheSidewalkCommitteereviewedthesiteplanfor TheResidencesat Quail Ridgeon
August22, 2007.Thecommitteehasthefollowing commentsatthis time:

1) Thecurrentsidewalkplanhasno buffer betweenthesidewalkandtheroad.This is not
consistentwith the SidewalkDesignGuidelinesdevelopedby theTransportation
Advisory Committeein 2006: “Plantingstripsshouldbe providedadjacentto all
sidewalks.Landscapingshould be tolerantof road saltand otherroadwayconditionsand
easyto maintain.Minimum allowablelandscapebufferwidths for arterialor majorstreets
(Route2A) is 1.2 to 1.8 m (4 to 6 ft.). If a plantingstrip cannotbe providedbetweenthe
sidewalkandtheroadway,thenthesidewalkwidth shouldbe aminimumof 6 feet.’

2) TheSidewalkCommitteeis concernedaboutthe lackof asidewalkon SkylineDrive.
As this communityis intendedto serveSeniors,it is particularlydesirablethata safe
walking pathbeavailablethat allows seniorswho mayeitherchooseto walk, or be
unableto drive, to reachthe shoppingareason Route2A. It is theunderstandingof the
sidewalkcommitteethat thereis alreadya developercommitmentfrom aprevious
developmentin theareato provideasidewalkalongGreatRoad.
