SUMMARY 
The current zoning bylaw prohibits commercial vehicle storage for all conceivable purposes in 
Zones 1 and 2 of the Groundwater Protection District (normal vehicular parking associated with 
permitted uses is of course allowed). This article would differentiate vehicle storage by two purpose 
groups and regulate them differently. Vehicle storage for purposes of leasing, rental, sale, and resale 
would be allowed in Zone 2 and remain prohibited in Zone 1. Vehicle storage for purposes of 
repair, maintenance, parts recovery, or similar would remain prohibited in Zones 1 and 2.  
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
