¢ they play on our fields or not. Ms. Fochtman will be meeting with the soccer field maintenance group next week. ‘

Mr. Schlegel mentioned that soccer and baseball do have a lot of assets. Recreation still depends on the leagues to
i contribute as they have previously.
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: Ms. Fochtman referred to her remarks which she made to league representatives at the Field Scheduling meeting. She
i outlined the goals over the next five years which were recommended by the Recreation Commission to the Open Space |

o Committee, inciuding “Enhance the quality of Acton’s athietic fields through improved maintenance techniques.” To 1
't fund this initiative, a per participant fee for Acton and non-Acton participants is necessary.

‘t with the addition of the pavilion project which will bring it up to 35%. Recreation is in the mix for funding but we are not
; sure exactly how much.

"} Park Pavilion Request — The Recreation Department submitted a CPA application for $250K to fund a picnic pavilion at |
- NARA. Instead of custom made pavilions, the Recreation Depariment is looking at a “modular” design to save monies. :

Ms. Fochtman reviewed the CPA presentation slide show. She noted that a picnic pavilion was part of the original
! designs for NARA, but was eliminated due to financial reasons. Since then, Natural Resources have been requesting

1 funds for a picnic pavilion on its capital list. The pavilion would be handicap accessible. This wouid be a wonderful
i community center. Usage would increase for both families and corporations. Ms. Fochtman noted this would be
