APA National Conference Orientation Tours Volunteer Opportunity

Volunteer tour guides and tour-packet-producers needed for the Orientation Tours for the 2011 National American Planning Association Conference

From April 9 – 12, 2011, planners from around the nation will be attending the American Planning Association conference in Boston.  As part of this conference, participants will have the opportunity to take a 3-hour orientation tour for the Boston area that will be designed to highlight not only the past history of planning in Boston, but also the current topics and ongoing issues related to planning.

The committee planning for the APA conference is seeking approximately 35 - 40 individuals who are interested in being guides for these orientation tours.  You will not get reduced price admission or other benefits related to the APA conference for volunteering, but you will get a chance to meet interesting people from across the country, and also to see and learn about planning issues and programs in your own back yard!

An orientation tour that includes the communities of Boston, Brookline, Cambridge and Somerville is currently being planned.  The tour is expected to include such sites as the Back Bay; Beacon Hill; Boston Common and Public Garden; the Big Dig and surface parks of the Rose Kennedy Greenway; Seaport District; Wharf District; the Washington Street Corridor; Dudley Square; Longwood Medical area; Coolidge Corner and the St. Aidens redevelopment in Brookline; Central, Harvard and Kendall Squares in Cambridge; and Union Square in Somerville.  Eight bus tours will leave the convention center each day on the Saturday and Sunday of the conference. A map of the proposed tour route is available upon request.

The tour guides will be provided with a map, directions, a script and additional sheets of Boston-area information.  There will be two tour guides per bus, to allow each to take turns providing the narrative.  The guide who is not narrating will assist the bus driver in navigating, and will be keeping track of time (to ensure on-time arrival back at the conference).

Tour guides should have good public speaking skills, be able to project their voice, have some knowledge of the communities on the tour (and an interest in learning more), and must commit to being available for at least one tour on April 9 or 10.  Trainings, including a preview tour by bus, will be held in early 2011.  If you do not wish to be a tour guide, but want to help out with the overall tour effort, we will also be needing assistance in putting together packages of information (and snacks) that will be provided to the participants. We’d like to get organized later this fall, so please volunteer by October 1 so that we can begin sending you materials related to the tours.  THANK YOU.
