The City of Boston’s new bicycle-sharing
program, Hubway, opened for business
on July 28, offering a convenient trans-
portation option for getting around the
city. Six hundred three-speed bicycles are
now available in downtown Boston for
people who want to cycle to work or
school, run errands, see the sites, or take
other quick trips around town.

Hubway offers one-day, three-day, and
annual membership options. Members
may pick up a bicycle at any one of the 61
kiosks downtown and return it to any oth-
kiosk in the city. Any trip under 30 min-
utes is free with membership. Usage fees

apply for trips longer than 30 minutes.
