0. There are limited impacts to wetlands resource areas and are limited to bridge
abutment work at the wetlands edge. There are bridges and boardwalks
proposed to limit the impacts to BVW.

11. The dominant land use in the area is residential with some areas of commercial
and industrial space particularly in Maynard center.

12. There are no areas of special concern within the project limits.

13. There is an historic railroad turntable present at the terminus of the project in
South Acton. The historic commission has been involved with siting the trail to
incorporate the artifacts as a point of interst along the trail.

14. There is a known hazardous materials area a the southern terminous of the Trail.

The town of Acton is presently remediating this site and is expected to be fully
remediated prior to the construction of this project.

15. There are no known spill areas within the project area.

16. The southern terminus of the project crosses the so called “Caouette property”
The Town of Acton purchased this land as open space but provided the trail
project as a permitted use. The proposed deed restrictions have been attached.

17. Field reconnaissance was conducted as required.
