Re: obstructing the accessible route
Dear Joyce and John, 
On August 9, I received a complaint that Pedal Power Was blocking the Accessible Route with bicycles. This is the third complaint that I have received this year about this problem. I went to Pedal Power today to discuss the complaint but unfortunately neither of you was available. Your staff informed me that you have implemented a new policy of parking your bicycles on the other side of the walk outside of the accessible route but because of the rain they had to park them on the accessible route side.
I realize that you have recently made an effort in good faith to keep the route clear and that you will need time to work out the kinks in your new policy but I must warn you that should the obstruction continue I will be left with no choice but to work with town counsel and the Massachusetts Architectural Access Board to begin the citation process. As I stated in my last letter the penalties can be quite severe.
There are numerous solutions to this problem and I would be happy to discuss them with you. If you feel that I am mistaken or wish to apply for a variance or code interpretation I will assist you in filing the an application with the Massachusetts Architectural Access Board

521 CMR §21.3  WIDTH An accessible route shall have a minimum clear width of 36 inches (36" = 914 mm) except at doors and at openings less than 24 inches (24" = 610mm) deep where it shall comply with 521 CMR 26.00: DOORS AND DOORWAYS.
521 CMR §22.1 Walkways GENERAL Walkways shall include but not be limited to all walks,
 sidewalks, overpasses, bridges, tunnels, underpasses, plazas, courts and other pedestrian pathways, 
and shall comply with the following requirements:
521 CMR §22.2 WIDTH Width of walkways shall be not less than 48 inches (48"= 1219mm),
 excluding curb stones. An unobstructed path of travel shall be provided which is at least 
36 inches (36" = 914mm) clear, excluding curb stones.
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
