Review Comments: The Conservation Commission began its review of the “Hayward Farm”
intiTcmptmd in the spring of 2014, when a series of site walks were conducted.

An “Abbreviated Notice of Resource Area Delineation” (ANRAD) was filed in April 2014, with an
“Order of Resource Area Delineation” issued, DEP file # 85-1 150, approving the wetlands

delineation.



Both, Lots A and B have been reviewed under the Wetlands Protection Act, and Orders of
Conditions approving lot development for each has been completed — “Lot A” DEP file # 85-
1154, “Lot B” DEP file # 85-1155.

From the definitive subdivision plans submitted, it appears that Lots 1, 2 and 3, will require
Notice of Intent filings under the Wetlands Protection Act. As of this date, wetlands filings for
these lots, has not occurred. It appears that Lots 1, 2 and 3 (as illustrated on the “Drainage &
Grading Plan”, dated 8/29/14) meet the minimum wetlands set-back requirements. A wetlands
filing will also be required for the drainage — retention basin, associated with the development of
“Hutchinson Way”.
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
