MONOLITHIC GRANITE
AND FIELDSTONE :

1. All large monolithic granite pieces, either existing or found
on site, shall remain on site and be re-purposed, & re-used.

2. All fieldstone found on site shall be re-used on site to
neaten existing fieldstone walls at perimeter. Fieldstone
walls shall be stacked neatly.

PLANTING NOTES:

1. Trees and shrubs shall be uniform, full and bushy, and well
branched specimen plants. All plants to be approved by the
Landscape Architect.

. Plants shall be balled and burlapped or container grown.

. Plants to conform to the guidelines & requirements established by
the 'American Standard For Nursery Stock', latest edition.

4. Plant beds to receive 3-inch minimum depth of shredded bark

mulch. Contractor to submit bark samples for approval.

5. Edge of plant beds shall be a maximum of 12-inches from edge
of plant material.

6. Plant materials shall be guaranteed for 1-year after installation.

7. Plant materials to be field located and approved by the Landscape
Architect, prior to installation.

8. Planting beds at perennial locations to have a 6-inch minimum
depth of loam. Loam at trees, shrubs, and ornamental grass
locations to be depth of root ball.

9. Loam (6" minimum depth) and seed all disturbed areas not noted
to receive other treatment. All lawn areas to have a 6" minimum
depth of loam.

10.The Landscape Contractor shall supply all plant materials in
guantities sufficient to complete all planting shown on the drawing.
If the plant list does not agree with the planting plan, the plan shall
be followed.

11.Plant substitutions allowed based on best availability of nursery
stock, with all substitutions to be approved by the Landscape
Architect.
