CHAPTER 140 OF THE GENERAL LAWS, TER. ED., WITH AMENDMENTS THERETO (EXTRACT)

SectioN 57. No person, except one whose principal business is the manufacture and sale of new motor
vehicles but who incidentally acquires and sells second hand vehicles, or a person whose principal business is
financing the purchase of or insuring motor vehicles but who incidentally acquires and sells second hand vehicles,
shall engage in the business of buying, selling, exchanging or assembling second hand metor vehicles or parts thereof
without securing a license as provided in section fifty-nine. This section shall apply to any person engaged in the
business of conducting auctions for the sale of motor vehicles.

Secrion 58. Licenses granted under the following section shall be classified as follows:

Class 1. Any person who is a recognized agent of a motor vehicle manufacturer or a seller of motor
vehicles made by such manufacturer whose authority to sell the same is created by a written contract with such
manufacturer or with some person authorized in writing by such manufacturer to enter into such contract, and
whose principal business is the sale of new motor vehicles, the purchase and sale of second hard motor vehicles
being incidental or secondary thereto, may be granted an agent’s or a seller’s license; provided, that with respect
to second hand motor vehicles purchased for the purpose of sale or exchange and not taken in irade for new

motor vehicles, such dealer shall be subject to all provisions of this chapter and of rules and regulations made in
accordance therewith applicable to holders of licenses of class 2.

Class 2. Any person whose principal business is the buving or selling of second hand motor vehicles may
be granted a used car dealer’s license.

Class 3. Any person whose principal business is the buving of second hand motor vehicles for the purpose
of remodeling, taking apart or rebuilding the same, or the buying or selling of parts of second hand motor vehicles
or tires, or the assembling of second hand motor vehicle parts, mav be granted a motor vehicle junk iicense.

SECTION 59. The police commissioner in Boston and the licensing authorities in other cities and towns may zrant licenses under this secton
which shall expire on Januaiy first following the date of issue unless sooner revoked. The fees for the licenses shall be fized by the licensing
board or officer. but in no case shall exceed $100. dollars - Application for license shall be made in such form as shall be approved by the zegistrar
of smotor vehicles, in sections Bftv-nize to sivivsiv, inclusive, called the registzar, and if the applicant kas net held a license in the vear prior to
suck application, such application shall be mmade in duplicate shich duplicate shall be Aled with the repistrar. Mo such license shall be granted
uniess the licensing board or officer is satisfied frem an investigation of the facts slated in the application and any other information whkich they
may require of the aprlicant, that he s 3 proper person to eugage in the husiness specified inm section fiftveight in the classifications for which he
has applied, that said business is or will be his principal business, and that he has available a place of bustiness suitable for the purpese. The
license shall specify all the premises to be occupied by the licensee for the purpose of carrying on the licensed business. Permits for a change of
sitiation of the licensed premises or for addition thereto may be granted at anv time by the Licensing board or officer in writing, a copy of which
shall be attached to the license. Cities and towns by ordipance or by-law mav rezulate the situation of the premises of licensees within class 3
as defined in section fftv-eizght, and all licenses and permits issued hereunder to persons within said class 3 shall he subject to the provisions of
ordinances and by-laws which are berebv autherized fo be made. No license or permit shall be issued bereunder to a person within said class 3
until after a hearing, of which seven days' notice shal] have been given to the owners of property abutting on the premises where such licenmse or
permit is proposed to be exercised. All licenses sranted under this section shall be revoked hy the licensing board or officer if it appears, after
hearing, that the licensee is not complying with sections Bfty-seven to sixty-nine, inciusive, oz the rules and regulations made thereunder; and po
new license shall be granted to such persen thereafter, nor to anvy person for wse onm the same premises, without the approval of the repistrar. The
bearing may be dispensed with if the registrat notifies the licensing board or officer that s licensee is not so complying. Any person aggrieved by
any actinn of the licensing board or officet refusine te grant. or revoking a license for any cause may, within tenm days after such action, appeal
therefrom to any justice of the superior court in the county in which the premises sought to be occupied under the license or permit applied for
are located. The justice shall, after such notice to the parties as he deems reascnable, give 3 summary hearing on such appeal, and shall have
jurisdiction in eguity to review all guestions of fact or law and may afirm or rererse the decision of the hoard or officer and may make apw
appropriate decree. The decision of the justice shall be final.

The applicant is requesting a Class |l license for the property located at 20 Main Street.
They would be allowed to do wholesale of vehicles at this property subject to Acton Zoning Bylaw
Section 3.8.2.7. Section 3.8.2.7 limits wholesale of vehicles as an accessory use. The applicant
should provide plans showing how they will comply with the Bylaw including how this operation is
accessory and not a second primary use.

Section 3.8.2.7 provides as follows;

In the Light Industrial District and on contiguous adjacent land for which the Board of Appeals has
previously granted a USE variance permitting a USE allowed in the Light industrial District, the
purchase of new vehicles; the wholesale, but not retail sale, of used vehicles; and the temporary
outdoor storage of such new and used vehicles provided that:

The LOT, or the property consisting of two or more contiguous LOTS in single ownership, contains
at least 15 acres.

Such USE is accessory to an operations center and offices of a vehicle rental or leasing company.

Such vehicles are at all times registered with the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Registry of
Motor Vehicles while on the premises.

No such vehicle exceeds a gross vehicle weight of 10,000 pounds and a wheel base of 135 inches.

All such vehicles are stored in the rear yard out of sight and fully screened from view from any
STREET.

All such vehicles are stored at least 200 feet away and fully screened from view from any pre-
existing dwelling that is not on the same LOT or property.

The transport and loading/unloading of such vehicles to and from the LOT or property occurs only
on weekdays between the hours of 6:00 AM and 9:00 PM.

The storage of such vehicles may use vacant or excess parking capacity that, regardless of the
requirements of section 6 of this bylaw, is not needed for employees and customers of the
businesses on the LOT or property.
