TheHealthDepartmenthasreceivedacopy oftheJune28, 2005 letterfrom Stamski&
McNary requestingtheauthorizationofthe30 multi-family units thatcomprisetheFaulkner
Mill projectat4 High Streetto be connectedto the sewer.In this letterFaulknerMill Realty
agreesto payaprivilegefeeof$247,461.60.Theprivilegefee is basedon a formuladeveloped
for thePowdermillPlazaproject. Thefollowing is themethodologyofthat formulain
relationshipto theFaulknerMill RealtyProject:

SEWERPRiVILEGE FEE

To illustratehowthe SewerPrivilegemethodologyworks, thefollowing wouldbethe
resultofapplyingtheformulato theproposedFaulknerMill Realty(4High Street)Sewer
ExtensionProject:

1. This propertyrepresents20.1 SBUs(30residentialunits, eachwith two bedrooms
or less,therebyhavingabettermentunit of .67each).Multiplied by $12,311.52
(theestablishedvalueofonebettermentunit), thefirst elementofthesewer
privilegefeeis $247,461.60.

2. Sincethepropertyhastwo multi-family buildingsandeachrequiresoneconnection
to the system,eachwould payan additional$150, for atotal additionof $300.

3. This total SewerPrivilegeFeeof$247,761.60wouldbe payablein advanceofthe
connection.

4. Theapplicantintendsto accessthepublic sewerthroughtheEriksonGrainMill
(113Main Street),whichalreadyhasa sewerstubavailable,Thereforeanestimated
costofconstructionofthepublic portionofthesewerextensionprojectis not
necessarybecauseno partoftheprojectwill be public.

5. With no publiccomponenttheprojectproponentswould receivenodeductionfrom
theSewerPrivilegeFee.

In accordancewith theformulaFaulknerMill Realty’spaymentwouldbe $247,761.60.Intheir
letterthe amounttheyindicateddoesnot includethe$300.00connectionpermit feebut I have
beenin contactwith themandtheyunderstandandagreewith that permit charge.
