As per your request, I have developed an estimate for bonding purposes for the completion of the landscaping
for the CVS at 400 Massachusetts Avenue, as shown on the plan with the revised date of 06/09/14. The pricing was
derived from the 2014 catalog from Northeast Nursery. I have taken an average plant cost for each category, and used
the generally accepted rule of thumb of taking the raw plant cost and multiplying by 3 to develop the installed cost. I
have also added an amount for touch up of lawns and other grass areas.
