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Project Narrative

Project Description

The proposed project is to construct a roof drywell, a portion of a single family dwelling, driveway,
grading, and associated appurtenances within the 100’ Buffer Zone of a Bordering Vegetated Wetland
(BVW).

Existing Conditions

The site is a developed lot on Mohegan Road. The area of the site where the proposed dwelling is located
is existing lawn area.

Resource Area Descriptions

The resource area includes a Bordering Vegetated Wetland (BVW) and Bordering Land Subject to
Flooding (BLSF). The BVW is located to the north of the site and the BLSF is contained entirely inside
the BVW.

Massachusetts Endangered Species Act Review:

The project is not located in an area subject to MESA review.

Compliance with Town of Acton Wetlands Bylaw and Wetland Bylaw Requlations:

No work associated with the construction of the single family dwelling is proposed within the 50’
“Undisturbed Natural Vegetation” buffer. The proposed dwelling and portion of the driveway located on
the lot are also located outside the 75-foot setback to driveways, roadways, and structures. See MA DEP
File #085-1197 for proposed work associated with the construction of the private way.

Work within the 100" Buffer Zone includes the addition of a roof drywell, a portion of a proposed single
family dwelling, driveway, grading and associated appurtenances. The addition of a roof drywell will
mitigate runoff from the proposed roof. The proposed siltation barrier will be installed to prevent
alteration of the BVW during construction.

Compliance with General Performance Standards for BVW 310 CMR 10.55:

The General Performance Standards for a Bordering Vegetated Wetland have been met since the
proposed activity does not involve removing, filling, dredging or altering of a BVW. The proposed
siltation barrier will be installed to prevent alteration of the BVW during construction.

Summary:

The project has been designed to meet the performance standards of the Wetland Protection Act
regulations and the Town of Acton Wetlands Bylaw and Wetland Bylaw Regulations. Erosion controls
have been proposed to protect wetland resource areas during construction.
